· Dr. Ronda Henry-Tillman welcomed everyone and reviewed the past meeting minutes .The minutes were accepted.

II. ACC Updates							            		         Cornelya Dorbin
· Cornelya announced that this year’s Summit XII theme is “Spotlight on Prevention” and will highlight primary, secondary, and tertiary prevention interventions. Summit XII will include: 1) the Summit XII Award Reception on March 7th and 2) the Summit XII conference on March 8th.  Cornelya asked all ACC Members to register for Summit if they have not already done so, and consider signing their organizations up as sponsors or exhibitors. Cornelya went over the Summit agenda:
· Opening remarks from Dr. Ronda Henry-Tillman and Cornelya Dorbin
· Opening session with David Boling of ACHI about healthcare reform and how some of the prevention measures contained in healthcare reform could ultimately impact Arkansans.
· Concurrent sessions with various partners from across the state
· Luncheon with Barbara Kumpe of AHA about the status of smoke free air policy
· Round table discussions
· Panel featuring ACC competitive grantees
· Registration will be $75 from February 1st to March 1st and there will be limited available slots for on-site registration at $100.

· Cornelya gave a recap of the December QM. She said that it was very successful, with around 80 people in attendance. ACC received great feedback about the QM, and a C-Change representative attended and presented the C-Change Award at the meeting.

· Cornelya gave a recap on the AR Minority Health Commission Legislative Breakfast Forum hosted by ACC on January 25th from 7am to 8am at Capitol Hill. At the breakfast, Cornelya discussed the mission of ACC, the C-Change Award, what ACC does, and highlighted some ACC partner programs. 

· Cornelya also informed ACC members about the ADH TPCP Clear the Air Arkansas Campaign. ACC is co-hosting webinars every other week with TPCP about their efforts with the Clear the Air Arkansas Campaign.


III. Arkansas’ Web-based Cancer Query System: A Premier Source For Cancer Data     Abby Holt, MPH
· Abby Holt, epidemiologist at ADH, gave a presentation on the AR Central Cancer Registry (ACCR) Cancer Query System. The Cancer Query System allows you to retrieve the cancer statistics that you may not have found in a published format. Additionally, the System provides cancer incidence and cancer mortality data.
· Abby reported that the 3 cancers that caused the most deaths for men in 2010 were: lung, prostate, and colon. The 3 cancer deaths that caused the most deaths for women in 2010 were: lung, breast, and colon.
· In 2007, there were 15,293 new cancer cases in AR and 6,389 deaths attributed to cancer in AR.
· The System is a very efficient, convenient tool in which you can search cancer data by data source, geographical area, cancer site, year, gender & race.
· Abby announced to ACC members that the most up to date AR Cancer Facts & Figures, which will include cancer data up to 2008, will be out between summer and late fall 2011.

IV. Accessing Radiation Therapy Treatment					      Kathi Jones/ Olivia Wyatt
· CARTI is the largest radiation therapy provider in AR, with 7 treatment centers in 5 cities. Each year, 2,500 patients are treated from all 75 counties in the state.
· Olivia provided some background information on radiation therapy:
· Radiation therapy is one of the three primary treatments for cancer
· 60% of all cancer patients undergo radiation therapy
· Radiation therapy usually requires 8 weeks of daily radiation treatment
· Through CARTI’s Patient Assistance Program, they are working to increase access to radiation therapy treatment for low income, rural Arkansans. In the program, CARTI provides low-income patients with transportation assistance and/ or lodging assistance.
· To provide lodging assistance, CARTI’s counseling and resource team coordinates lodging via CARTI’s partnerships with local lodging facilities.
· Olivia reported that for July 2010- June 2011, approximately 140 CARTI patients will receive lodging assistance. CARTI will cover $80,000 in lodging expenses for these patients.
· To provide transportation assistance, CARTI created a fuel voucher system, which is based on distance from patients’ home to a CARTI treatment facility. The fuel vouchers are distributed to patients or families per week.
· Olivia stated from July 1 – December 31, 2010, 157 patients received transportation assistance, and $2,978 vouchers were distributed.
· CARTI’s goal for July 2010 – June 2011 is to provide at least $60,000 in fuel vouchers to approximately 300 low-income patients.
· To date, support from the ACC via a competitive grant has provided 1,800 fuel vouchers to low-income rural patients being treated at CARTI.

V. NCI National Outreach Network (NON)					    Chara Stewart, MPH, CHES
· Chara gave a presentation on the National Cancer Institute: National Outreach Network (NON). The NON is an integrated network program promoting and facilitating new and ongoing linkage among cancer health disparities research, diversity training, community education & outreach, and information dissemination.
· The goal of the NON is to enable access to current cancer information to inform decision-making about prevention behaviors, screening treatment options & participation in research, including clinical trials & biospecimen collection among underrepresented and at-risk communities.
· By working through Community Health Educators located at National Cancer Institute- supported institutions, the NON will:
· Link the National Cancer Institutes’ cancer education, dissemination, and outreach with its community-based research.
· Expand culturally sensitive community outreach and dissemination capacity.
· Enhance inclusion of underrepresented groups in cancer research.
                    
· The NON has 59 Community Health Educators across the country, with 1 in AR. The role of the Community Health Educators’ is to:
· Serve as a liaison between community, site, and the National Cancer Institute.
· Act as a community coach and teacher.
· Bring community voice to research enterprise.
· Conduct community outreach and education.
· Support screening, prevention, biospecimen collection, and clinical trials.
· Empower community and influence behavior change.

· APCF has been invited to participate in the Department of Defense’ poster session.

· CARTI Ragin’ Cajun Bash annual fundraiser will be held on April 14th at the River Market Pavilion. The cost is $35 and includes your meal. All proceeds benefit CARTI cancer patients.
· Sharmin Moody, Cervical Cancer Education and Prevention Program
· The CCEPP program kick-off event was held on February 12th at the Pine Bluff Convention Center. The HPV vaccine was administered to 12-15 girls. Sharmin asked ACC members present to let her know about any churches or organizations that would like to have the HPV vaccine administered for free onsite.
· Ronda Henry-Tillman, M.D.
· The 7th Annual Black Expo will be held February 26th at the Clear Channel Metroplex; this year’s theme is “Stand Up for Something”.
· Namvar Zohoori, M.D, MPH, PhD
· The Statewide Chronic Disease Forum will be held on April 20th at Embassy Suites.
· The Healthy People 2020 for AR will be unveiled.
· The Forum will highlight the success of the Chronic Disease Coalition, and will include a town hall type panel where attendees can ask questions.
· Kimberly Enoch, UAMS Modular Mammography Program
· Since February 2010, MMP has screened 1,472 women. Out of the women screened, 150 have been referred for biopsies and 14 cancer cases have been reported. Kim thanked ACC for the grant money that helped to make MMP so successful.
· Barbara Pauly, ADH
· Barbara urged members to help educate legislators on how important the Tobacco Tax money is for funding important programs/ organizations, such as the ACC. She also urged members to educate legislators on how they need to make sure that the Tobacco Tax money allocated to various organizations/ programs is increased or kept the same. The Tobacco Tax money not only helps ACC fund important programs, but it is also a very valuable and well spent resource.
