· Dr. Ronda Henry-Tillman welcomed everyone and reviewed the past meeting minutes .The minutes were accepted.

II. ACC Updates							            		         	                 Cornelya Dorbin
· Cornelya reported that ACC sent out a poll to ACC members that attended the December and February Quarterly Meetings to gauge how well ACC is doing and where we need to improve regarding Quarterly Meetings. 32 ACC members responded to the survey. Some results were:
· 100% of participants felt that their participation in the ACC Quarterly Meeting is worthwhile.
· 100% felt that their input is seen as valuable and important.
Cornelya stated that at ACC we want to hone in on networking with cancer control partners across the state; that is one of the purposes of having the Quarterly Meetings.  Another purpose of the Quarterly Meeting is to give partners the latest information on cancer control, to share information, to profile our partners, and to give partners the opportunity to collaborate. Therefore, ACC wants to keep working and improving in these areas of networking. Cornelya mentioned that it is her expectation that ACC members make at least one new connection when they attend a Quarterly Meeting.

· Cornelya reviewed the scoring process and criteria used to select ACC Competitive Grantees. ACC is currently in the 3rd cycle of issuing an annual RFA for ACC partners. Cornelya mentioned that selecting competitive grantees is a “layered process”. Applications are vetted on four different tiers so that ACC gets “the best, the brightest, and those that are going to make the most impact and have the most potential for success.” ACC received 52 LOI’s and 32 applications. The total request was almost $2million, with only $325,000 available.  This shows a need for funding among partners to continue their work.  Cornelya stated that announcement of the selected applications will go out by the end of the May15-21st week. ACC will do a grant training in early fall 2011 to give ACC members the tools to make grant applications better.

· Cornelya showed a breakout of ACC’s existing budget for staffing, infrastructure, primary prevention and fiscal support to engage partners when it comes to implementing those strategies in ACC workgroups and committees. Funds include:
· Comprehensive Cancer Control: $136,240.00
· Tobacco Prevention & Cessation Program: $99,000.00
· Step Up Grant Program: $608,381.00 
· Total FY11 Funding: $843,621.00

· Cornelya reported that Summit XII was very exciting, had record attendance and we received a record number of evaluations. Cornelya thanked everyone that attended and noted that “for those that didn’t attend, you missed a treat.” Cornelya noted that at Summit XII, ACC talked about health care reform and messaging (more specifically how to get your message out to your target audience). Summit XII also had new engagements from over ten new organizations and 108 out of the 280 attendees had never been to a Summit. 

· Cornelya reported that Governor Beebe officially proclaimed April 11-15, 2011 as AR Cancer Registrars Week. This annual observance honors professionals whose vision and core values are set in making a difference in the war on cancer.
· Cornelya reported that ACC partnered with the Minority Health Commission to speak at their Legislative Breakfast on two occasions. The first occasion was on February 22nd in which ACC talked about the ACP; some of the topics discussed were: “Tackling disparities in breast cancer screening and diagnosis”, “Providing the best radiation therapy to all Arkansans”, and “Clear the Air Campaign”. The second occasion was on March 22nd, where ACC partnered with UAMS to talk about the state of colorectal cancer in AR; some of the topics discussed were: “The Impact of Colorectal Cancer Prevention& Screening”, “Standards of Care: What’s New?”, “Empowering Communities for Life”, and “Reporting from the Ground”. Several policymakers were in attendance for the breakfast and several made comments or posed questions.  There was also discussion on upcoming legislation.

· April 1, 2011 was National Minority Cancer Awareness month, and ACC issued mini-grants on behalf of cancer disparities. ACC had three winning applicants: CARTI, Madison County Health Coalition, and Women’s Council on African American Affairs. Together the three applicants were awarded almost $15,000 to implement various programs as it relates to Chapter 5 (Disparities) in the ACP.
· Cornelya encouraged ACC members to visit the new ACC website. ACC staff post information and updates daily. For the latest information in cancer control in Arkansas visit www.arcancercoalition.org. Cornelya also reminded ACC members that ACC is using social media. We have almost 400 members on Facebook and we post cancer specific data/ articles daily and calendar events specific to the Coalition. She asked ACC members to “friend” ACC on Facebook, if they have not already done so.

· Cornelya gave a big kudos to ACC partners involved in tobacco control. Act 811 of 2011 passed and formally makes it illegal (a primary offense) to smoke in the car with a child under the age of 14. Cornelya showcased some of the creative material that ADH will be using for an information campaign. She also noted that ACC will help distribute information about Act 811.

· Cornelya reported that evaluation is the key to determining the success of ACC programs and to ensure that ACC can measure its effectiveness and what areas need improvement. Arkansas Quality Foundation and Becky Williams and Associates are helping ACC to evaluate how well ACC is doing with the Arkansas Cancer Plan (ACP), what programs and interventions are working well, and how well ACC is doing with partnerships. There will be an end of the year report released to summarize ACC’s progress and highlight ACC achievements. Cornelya also reminded ACC members to complete the membership satisfaction survey because it is an important evaluation tool.

· Cornelya informed ACC members that ACC along with ADH and UAMS will be hosting a July cancer series titled Reducing the Burden: A July Noon Series to Conquer Cancer. The series will be held every Friday at noon in July and will target healthcare clinicians, professionals, and anyone who needs CME’s, which will be free. Flyers about the event were distributed to ACC members in their Quarterly Meeting folders. Cornelya asked ACC members to circulate the flyer to their friends and colleagues.

· Cornelya recognized ACC Board of Directors Chair, Dr. Ronda Henry-Tillman, for an Inviting Arkansas article in which she was featured.

· Cornelya asked members to consider joining an ACC committee/ workgroup to get more involved. Committees/ workgroups include:

· Michael Clark is the Chief Operating Officer at Mitchell Communications Group. 
· Michael gave a brief overview to ACC members about what Public Relations entails. 
· Public Relations is the management of building and maintaining relationships between organizations and their stakeholders. Michael noted that building and maintaining are key words in the definition of public relations.
· Michael noted that in modern times, the stakes are high for communications. For instance, issues have become far more complex; the crises, issues, and news are instantaneous; stakeholders’ expectations are higher; and communication has become more confusing, especially with the advent of social media. Because  the stakes are higher for communications, in today’s world we must learn to communicate effectively.
· Michael discussed how communication has evolved from the classic two-way communications cycle of previous years to the multi-dimensional communications cycle of modern times.

V. Envoys: Winthrop P. Rockefeller Cancer Institute Advocacy Group  		       	                Cory Leigh Taylor
· Cory Leigh Taylor showed a slideshow featuring pictures of Envoys and what they do for the Cancer Institute.
· Envoys is an advocacy group for the Cancer Institute. Envoys do a multitude of activities, such as:
· Help get the word out about the research that is being done and community activism that the institute is doing.
· Help promote institute doctors
· Volunteer in the community, sharing information about life-saving cancer screenings in underserved neighborhoods.
· Help with research projects.
· create social media outlets on Facebook
· even BLOG, which helps get the Cancer Institute’s message out to the community
· Some events that Envoys participate in are:
· Helping the Cancer Institute Spit for the Cure Team by finding places for them to go get samples.
· Envoys put on “The Doctor is in….” events throughout Little Rock communities. Cory mentioned that Envoys will eventually hold this event in communities outside of the Little Rock Metro Area. This event highlights a doctor or researcher from the Cancer Institute. The highlighted doctor then talks about what they do. The event is a great networking opportunity and gives doctors time to interface with people out in the community.
· Envoys also hold a “Rock Star Lounge” event. This event raises money that goes towards awarding a young scientist research project. The award is given out every year and is about $10,000.
· Envoys participate in a community event with St. Mark’s Baptist Church, where they hand out cancer screening information in the communities nested between 12th St. and 29th St.
· Applications to sign up to be an Envoy were included in the Quarterly Meeting packets for ACC members to take.

VI. Interim Arkansas Cancer Plan 						            		       Becky Williams, LCSW
· Becky Williams is the ACC evaluation contractor. She has been helping in assessing and evaluating the ACC Arkansas Cancer Plan, programs, and partnerships.
· ACC staff along with Becky Williams’ help has conducted focus groups in all 5 Public Health regions of the state to garner ACC partner input into an evaluation of the current Arkansas Cancer Plan (ACP). The objectives for the focus groups were:
· Which objectives within the ACP are you working to achieve?
· What kinds of activities are you conducting relating to those objectives?
· What kinds of documentation or data collection are you currently doing relating to these activities for other institutions, i.e., donor reports or federal government reports?
· What gaps do you see in the current ACP (2nd edition) that ACC can include in the 3rd edition of the ACP?	
· The five focus groups were conducted in: Central AR (Little Rock), Northeast AR (Searcy), Northwest AR (Ft. Smith), Southwest AR (Malvern), and Southeast AR (Pine Bluff). 
· Becky noted that about 50 ACC members in total attended the focus groups, and she was really happy with the turnout.
· Attendees at the focus groups noted which of the ACP chapters and goals they were addressing in their organizations.  The results showed that each ACP Chapter is being addressed by some sort of activity in every focus group, except for one chapter in one focus group. 
· Primary prevention and screening & detection are by far the ACP chapters that are being addressed the most in all regions of the state.
· Some reoccurring themes observed at the focus groups included: extensive outreach to all populations, educational opportunities, and lots of work and activity being done in rural areas.
· Becky mentioned that the focus groups can serve as a bridge to the next edition of the ACP. In fact, starting fall 2011, ACC will start working on the 3rd edition of the ACP.
· Becky also mentioned that as ACC develops the 3rd edition of the ACP, it is very important that development parallels with a way to evaluate the ACP. This is very important because one of the things that Becky observed while conducting the assessment of the current ACP is that some parts of the ACP do not have measurable objectives or an identified source of data that can be collected.
· There will be a final report that will be circulated by the end of June that will let ACC members know what are the gaps in the ACP, what ACC has been doing well, what lessons ACC has learned, what are the best practices, and etc.
